reasoned and balanced application of the four fair use 

factors. 

Complete and retain a copy of this checklist for each 

“fair use” of a copyrighted work in order to establish a 

“reasonable and good faith” attempt at applying fair 

use should any dispute regarding such use arise. 

#4 Electronic Reserves 

 Instructors must complete a copy of the fair 

use checklist.  

 Include a citation to the original source of publica-

tion and a form of copyright notice. 

 Materials must be lawfully obtained.   

 Access to e-reserves must be restricted and limited.
