MOTION: 
To replace Article II Section 3.A.2. of the University Senate Bylaws with the proposed revision as indicated in the supporting document entitled "Bylaws Revision - Provision of Motions".
RATIONALE: 
The requirement to submit motions a minimum of 15 days before the Senate meeting was established when common meeting times occurred on Mondays and Fridays. Committee meetings were typically held on the Friday seventeen (17) days before the monthly Senate meeting held on a Monday. The change to Friday only common meeting times makes it difficult to meet this deadline as the meetings are now typically only 14 days apart. The change to minimum of 10 days will allow greater flexibility when establishing future governance calendars and ensure efficient movement of motions through the governance process.

Any motion (including a resolution) that is to be proposed by a committee at a regular meeting shall be accompanied by explanatory material including a rationale and description. The statement of such a motion and all supporting documentation shall be provided to the Executive Committee at least fifteen (15) calendar days prior to that meeting.

The statement of such a motion and all supporting documentation shall be provided to the Executive Committee at least ten (10) calendar days prior to that meeting.
