Old Business

2.  HSCS 2000 – Clinical Nutrition

5.  Department accomplishments for 2004-05

Jim shared the 2004-05 Kinesiology Annual Report with the faculty and highlighted the Department accomplishments.  
New Business
1. Brag sheets

Dr. Kish needs items for the President’s brag sheet by August 28th.  Please get these to Jim by Friday, August 26th.  These should be significant individual or program accomplishments.
2. Building security

We have seen an increase of unauthorized use of the building during times when it is closed.  Eventually, the outside of the building will be re-keyed.  Until then, continue to use your keys to enter the building but access by all who don’t have keys should be through the front doors on the upper level.  Do not give your keys to anyone and do not prop doors open.
3. Karen at meetings

4. Coordinator meetings

5. Catalog revisions

Karen will be the point person for the 2006-08 catalog revisions.  She has the various sections.  Curriculum changes need to be brought forward NOW so that they can get through the system in time to be included in the catalog.
6. Department referencing style: APA or AMA
APA or AMA are both acceptable styles for use in the Department of Kinesiology.  Each program should decide which it will use and teach it to students.  In classes for multiple majors (e.g. HLTH 4140) students will be given the choice of which style to use.
7. Plagiarism rating scale

Jim shared a plagiarism rubric that the Judicial Board uses to judge the severity of plagiarism offenses.
8. Plagiarism software (www.turnitin.com)

GC&SU has a license to use the turnitin program to help detect student plagiarism.  Faculty can submit papers or portions of papers electronically or you can require students to do this prior to submitting their paper to the faculty member.
