· Minimum Combined Verbal/Quantitative GRE Score of 1,000, Minimum of 500 Verbal Score, and an Analytical Writing Score of 4.0
· Two Letters of Recommendation

· Students who do not meet at least three of the four criteria for admission to the Advanced Studies Concentration may be admitted upon successful completion of four non-credit undergraduate courses
· Availability of  Evening Classes at the Graduate Center in Macon

· Reapplication necessary for admission to Pre-doctoral or
Public History Concentrations

· Students may shift from Pre-doctoral or Public History Concentrations
 to Advanced Studies Status at any time in their program.
