A list of scheduling principles to guide and perhaps be further refined by class schedulers (usually department chairs)

1.  Become familiar with the USG Classroom Utilization metrics currently in use and seek ways to optimize these metrics to strengthen the institutional requests of the USG that are conditional on these metrics.

2. One of the factors in the scheduling of the classes should definitely be to support best pedagogical practices in the discipline offering the course. For example, certain courses may best be delivered in 75 minute blocks. 

3. Schedule each class that can be used to satisfy a requirement in the core curriculum ONLY in the fourteen blocks that are on the grid.* 
4. Exercise flexibility in scheduling courses in the major or program, particularly when the only students to take these courses are in the major or program.  

5. Courses that have a higher proportion of students taking them as a service course should be scheduled in a manner consistent with the scheduling culture of the courses taken by those students.  For example, if the course services junior/senior students in a certain major, it should be scheduled in that major's scheduling culture.

6. Start times for any course should generally [must?] be selected to be a start time for one of the fourteen blocks on the grid. 

7. Do not schedule classes during designated university common meeting time** or at the designated college or department common meeting times should such common meeting times be established.
